WABASH COUNTY COUNCIL MEETING

The Wabash County Council met in session on Monday, September 9,
2013 in the Commissioner’s Meeting Room of the Wabash County
Courthouse. Chairman James Kaltenmark called the meeting to order at
5:30 P.M. with these members present: Kaltenmark, Claude Markstahler,
Randy Curless, Gary Nose, Jeff Dawes, Bill Ruppel and Mike Ridenour.
Markstahler opened with a word of prayer and Kaltenmark led in the
pledge of allegiance. The proceedings of the meeting were recorded by
County Auditor Linda Conrad.

Kaltenmark opened the floor for public comments regarding agenda
items. No comments were presented.
